The second point is the way he
would like his ashes to be disposed of. He looks upon the Ganga as a great river of India, even
though he does not consider it sacred or holy. The Ganga is the beloved river of the people. It
is linked with India’s long past, her history, songs and mythological stories. It has been
closely connected with his own life at Allahabad also.

The second point made by Nehru is that his dead body should be burnt, and the ashes be
brought to Allahabad. No part of it should be preserved for the future. A handful of it should
be thrown into the Ganga and the rest should be scattered in the fields where the farmers
toil.
